presenters, and public. As a courtesy, the chair shall allow an opportunity, by the commissioner who has
the floor, to ask immediate follow-up questions.

e Masks, face coverings or face shields must be worn in the courthouse by State order. Masks must be
worn while giving comment.

¢ A majority of the board shall constitute a quorum and be necessary for the transaction of business.

e All board meeting notices are publicized in accordance with public meeting laws.

Tillamook North Jetty Parking Lot, Lease DACW57-1-21-0001

Tillamook County Parks (TCP) leases a parcel of land from the US Army Corps of
Engineers (USACE) at the Tillamook Bay Project, North Jetty, for public recreation
purposes. The lease requires TCP to provide the USACE with a Development Plan and
an annual plan of operation and maintenance of the leased property that implements
that plan.

The parcel is approximately .56 acre in size with most of the land consisting of a gravel
parking lot, rip rap and shore stabilization material. The only improvement is the parking
lot within the leased area.

Normal maintenance includes litter pickup, filling potholes and storm debris cleanup.

The management and maintenance of the leased property will continue consistent with
previous years into the future. Current policies and procedures will continue to be
implemented for the foreseeable future. There are no planned activities (including
ground disturbing) or concessionaires in the leased area.

There are five (5) TCP Maintenance Tech’s that monitor the leased area.
