Public hearings are formal proceedings publicized through a special public notice issued to media and
others. Public hearings held by the board are to provide the board an opportunity to hear from the public
about a specific topic. Public hearings are therefore different regarding audience participation at board
meetings.

Commissioners shall be addressed by their title followed by their last name.

Commissioners shall obtain approval from the chair before speaking or asking questions of staff,
presenters, and public. As a courtesy, the chair shall allow an opportunity, by the commissioner who has
the floor, to ask immediate follow-up questions.

A majority of the board shall constitute a quorum and be necessary for the transaction of business.

All board meeting notices are publicized in accordance with public meeting laws.

All board meetings shall commence with the Pledge of Allegiance.

The chair will utilize the gavel as needed to maintain order, commence and adjourn meetings, and signal
approval of motions.

The board reserves the right to recess to executive session as may be required at any time during these
meetings, pursuant to ORS 192.660(1).

The courthouse is accessible to persons with disabilities. If special accommodations are needed for
persons with hearing visual, or manual impairments who wish to participate in the meeting, contact (503)
842-3403 at least 24 hours prior to the meeting so that the appropriate communications assistance can
be arranged.

board, which may or may not respond.

o Members of the public do not have the right to disrupt the meeting; the board may prohibit
demonstrations such as booing, hissing, or clapping.

e Remarks containing hate speech, profanity, obscenity, name calling or personal attacks, defamation to a
person, people, or organization, or other remarks the board deems inappropriate will not be allowed.

e Failure to follow all rules and procedures may result in not being able to provide public comment and/or
being removed from the meeting.

On behalf of Adventist Health Tillamook (AHT), the Tillamook County Board of Commissioners is
pleased to write this letter in support of the Adventist Health Tillamook’s request for Telemedicine
Robots for their Neonatal Intensive Care Unit and Adult Intensive Care Unit, being submitted as a
Community Project Funding Request for fiscal year 2024.

As a Critical Access Hospital, Adventist Health Tillamook is a vital resource to our region. In 2022
the hospital had 9,300 emergency room visits, 4,000 inpatient days, 97,000 outpatient visits and 120
new residents were born here.

Access 1o top quality physicians and facilities are important for our community’s well-being. As it
becomes even more difficult to recruit physician specialists to our region, AHT relies heavily on our
ability to communicate with specialists outside of our region. Currently, our Hospital's Stroke team
has access to our only Telemedicine Robot. Our community is fortunate that when a stroke happens,
and time is critical our Robot allows us to communicate with the world class physicians at OHSU. We
need the same ability for our youngest patients in our Neonatal intensive Care Unit and some of our
oldest patients in our Intensive Care Unit.

Support for this program is essential and will give the hospital the resources necessary to fully
address the issues mentioned above.

We fully support the efforts of Adventist Health Tillamook as they seek external funding to support
their Telemedicine Program for their NICU and ICU departments.
